The aim of
the programme is to support children in knowing that they have the right to speak out and be heard, to be
safe, and to get help when they need it. Children are reminded to think of who their trusted adults are at
school and at home; they are also taught about Childline as another potential source of support. Please
see the attached information for parents and carers, and do talk to Mrs Dowdall or Mrs Morris if you have
any specific questions.
