Many of you are aware that children in
KS1 receive a free piece of fresh fruit

or vegetable or portion of dried fruit
every day.

In KS2, we aim to encourage children
to continue to eat a daily piece of fruit
or vegetable and to reach the 5-a-day
target.

If parents/carers wish to give their
children a snack for break time, we ask
that it is fruit or vegetables which
contribute to their 5-a-day target.

Dried fruit can be counted as 1 of the
recommended 5 a day. Products such
as fruit winders and fruit flakes do not
count towards 5 a day as they are
processed products and have a higher
concentration of sugar.
