In order to give you
some advanced notice of class closures, NEU members have shared their intentions for
Wednesday ahead of the day.

Should the planned strike go ahead, we will be open for classes 3, 4, 8, 10, 13 and 14 on 1% March

club will run for these classes. No other clubs will run.

We have prioritised some additional children for a place in school. We have also been able to
support front line, critical workers, by offering some places for those who had responded by the
deadline this morning. These parents and carers will have an email today confirming that their
children should attend school in the event that their child’s class is closed.
