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Early Mathematic skills:

® Counting in order to 10.
® Recognising numbers to 10.

® Counting objects to 10 (1:1 correspondence — touching each object, counting

slowly and accurately).
® Identify and name colours. .

® Goon shape hunts and lookfor shapes in the environment.

® Focus on naming the common 2D shapes — square, rectangle, circle, triangle.
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® Be able to use the toilet and wash your hands independently.

® Be able to get yourself dressed — maybe try getting changed into your PE kit by
yourself and then put your other clothes back on.

° Be able to put your shoes and socks on.
° Be able to use a knife and fork independently with increasing accuracy.
° Put your coat on and zip it up by yourself.
